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ARTICLES INCORPORATION
OF

FRIENDS OF THE CAMPUS, INC.

The undersigned adult resident of the State of Wisconsin,
acting as incorporator of a nonstock, nonprofit corporation under
Chapter 181 of Wisconsin Statutes, does hereby adopt the following

Articles of Incorporation:

ONE: Name.
The name of this corporation shall be FRIENDS OF THE

CAMPUS, INC.

TWO: Principal Office.

The principal office of the corporation is located in
the City of Baraboo, County ©f Sauk, State of Wisconsin, and the
name and address of its initial registered agent is Forrest D.

Hartmann of 131 Fourth Street, Baraboo, Wisconsin, 53913.

THREE : PurEoses.

This corporation is organized and shall be operated exclu-
sively for educational and charitable purposes. 1Its purposes shall
be to promote the welfare and to advance the objectives of the
Baraboo/Sauk County Center of the University of Wisconsin System
and to encourage the interest of the public in such campus. 1In
the fulfillment of such purposes, it may exercise any and all powers

of a corporation organized under Chapter 181 of Wisconsin Statutes.
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The corporation shall be operated priﬁcipally in the
State of Wisconsin and shall use the assets and properties acquired
by it from time to time as well as its income exclusively for the
purposes of its organization. In its operation, the corporation
shall consult and work in close cooperation with appropriate officials
of the University of Wisconsin System. No part of the net earnings
of the corporation or any of its assets and liguidations shall inure
to or for the benefit of any member; provided, however, that this
provision shall not preclude the employment of any member upon the
same general terms and conditions as nonmembers.

Ho substantial part of the activities of the corporation
shall ever consist of carrying on propaganda or otherwise attempting
to influence legislation or participate in any political campaign
on behalf of any candidate for public office.

The corporation shall never engage in any activities
which are unlawful under the laws of the United State of America
or of the State of Wisconsin, nor shall it ever engage in any
transaction or transactions defined at the time as “prohibited® by
the Internal Revenue Code to corporations having purposes similar

to the purposes of this corporation.

FOUR: Period of Existence and Dissolution.

The period of existence of this corporation shall be
perpetual. However, in the event of dissolution of the corporation,
all of its assets and net income, current and accumulated, re-
maining after the payment of its legal debts, obligations, and

claims, shall be transferred to its successor organization pro-
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vided the purpose of said successor is also exclusively educa-
tional and charitable and provided the said successor organization
is exempt from Federal income tax under Section 501 () (3) of

the Internal Revenue Code of 1954 as amended; otherwise said assets
shall be transferred to and become the property of the University

of Wisconsin Foundation.

FIVE: Members.

Any graduate or former students of the University of
Wisconsin or any person who expresses an interest in the University
of Wisconsin System may become a member; provided that members shall
have no right to vote on any matters involving the affairs of the

corporation. The by~laws may provide for other classes of members.

8IX: Directors.

The number of directors may be fixed by by-law, but shall
not be less than three. Directors constituting the initial board
shall number twenty-one (21) and their names and addresses are
as follows:
